Brand Positioning Video 

	SCENE 1.   

GRAPHIC: Bring in Exxon and Mobil logos to form one (either from existing video or a new treatment.)  If possible, superimpose over a customer’s ship or just water at dusk/dawn. 
Dissolve or cut to a montage of generic shots that show ships on the water, EM employees at work, etc. (Could mix existing and new shots.) 

Note: In this and the next scene, visually emphasize customer ships as much as possible, with less emphasis on the EM ship.  
Possible Graphics: (bring in as said)

Setting the Standard

If appropriate, bring in existing tri-screen shot of flowing oil with graphics running down through the image in the middle (“flawlessly” and “consistently”)

Bring in Graphic: (similar to treatment of same graphic in existing video) 

EASY 

SCENE 2.   

Dissolve to a sequence of shots showing a beautiful sky at dusk/dawn with customer ship waiting for lubricant.  

Dissolve to close shot of a TM talking with a customer or another EM employee on customer’s ship if possible. Move from behind cargo or equipment to “discover” the two men talking on the deck of a ship or a dock, looking out on the morning and drinking cups of coffee.  

Zoom in on the two men talking until we have a tight two-shot.  The TM brings his coffee up to take a drink.  Keep zooming in toward the mug.  (Have ExxonMobil Marine Lubricants LOGO on cup).  
Dissolve to different angles of the customer ship, including crew on deck when possible.  

Dissolve to medium shots of EM ship if time permits.   End the montage with a tight shot of where a ship meets the water as it’s plowing ahead (synch with “Moving ahead with you” in VO)

SCENE 3.

Dip to black briefly and come back up to faster-paced montage of shots (with camera movement) showing EM employees hard at work.  (Could mix existing and new shots)   

Include shots of people working in a lab, on computers and inside of a plant (or something similar).  

Bring in Mobilgard (LOGO) with effects.

Graphics:  (bring in one phrase at a time) 

Product Quality Management System

Global Consistency 

Intersperse tight shots of boat engines and machinery in action (or something similar), chugging away smoothly.  

Include shots of Mobilgard product in different settings – in the warehouse, on the boats, handed between people, etc. 

SCENE 4.  

Dissolve to long shot of EM ship moving toward a customer ship (perhaps after the long shot we show from the EM ship POV that the customer ship is close by.)  

Cut to fast-paced montage of EM workers of various nationalities working and interacting at the plant, on docks and on ships.  (Could mix existing and new shots.)   

Perhaps zoom in tight on an employee wearing a hardhat, match dissolve and zoom out to a different employee.  

Behind the shots in the montage, intersperse tight shots of boat engines and machinery in action. 

SCENE 5.  

Dissolve to a montage showing the EM ship arriving at the customer ship.  

Include quick, tight shot of someone from the EM ship shaking hands with the customer or TM (or something similar).  If possible, blend/morph shot of hands with shots of the hoses being hooked up from ship to ship.  

Graphics: (bring in with similar treatment from earlier in video)

Easy 

SCENE 5a.

Graphics:

Bring in SIGNUM Logo (or zoom in tight on the kit revealing the name.)

Cut to montage of EM people in the lab, using computers, testing, etc.

Include shots of the Signum kit.  

(Could mix existing and new shots)

If possible, within montage, include an overhead shot of someone spinning a valve (as in existing video.) Zoom in tight on the turning valve, cut and zoom out from oil spinning in a machine in the lab (or a similar spinning device.)

Show the TM on the customer ship giving the Signum kit to a captain/engineer who is visibly impressed.   Blend with shot of someone at a computer visiting the Signum Web site.  (If possible, light the shot with the monitor glow, and show person’s face reflecting in monitor.)

End with a close-up of the Signum Web site on the screen. 

SCENE 6.  

Dissolve to montage with a global theme.  Include graphics and images from existing video representing global reach (globes, clocks representing time zones, foreign harbors, etc.) 

If possible, zoom in on a navigation screen on a ship, then zoom out to reveal a computer screen in a lab or office (or something similar).

Graphics: (bring in during montage)

900 Ports 

SCENE 7.  

Dissolve to slow motion montage featuring a few shots that represent the themes mentioned throughout.  If possible, include EM employees involved in every stage of the delivery process (plant, lab, office, boat) (Could mix existing and new shots.)

Behind the sequence, maintain a half-dissolved CU of a boat engine chugging away effortlessly (or somethin similar.)  

Bring in graphics: (as mentioned)

Dissolve to shot of the TM and a “customer” talking on their ship at the end of another successful day (near sunset if possible.)
